Prompt: Essay #1
Who is at fault when students fall into debt? The finance companies who offer students credit cards when they are too young, at high interest rates with complex terms? The lobbyists and politicians who deregulated the industry? The students themselves, who are legally adults but act irresponsibly? The current system of financial aid, which often leaves students deeply in debt before they start their careers? Use the readings from chapter 1, or do some additional research to help support your answer. Essay must be at least 2 pages, 12 pt font, Times New Roman, Double Spaced. The rough draft will be worth 25% of your final score; therefore, if you do not turn-in your rough draft you will lose 25% off your final draft’s score. The Rough draft will be due Monday September 12, and the final draft will be due Monday September 26.
Rubric:

Focus:  The paper has one central theme and does not wander from one point-of-view to another.
Content:  The points to support your position are clear and concise. They are well supported with specific detail from examples, explanation, reasoning, etc. There is original thought or demonstration of support from readings and research.
Organization:
Essay demonstrates a clear beginning, middle, and end, and paragraphs stay focused and on topic.

Grammar: Paper is free of errors. Most importantly, paper is free of careless mistakes and writing that confuses the reader.
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
