Your handout should be in your own words.
· A class activity that demonstrates what you’re trying to teach—some simple, collaborative, or fun way for the class to remember the subject you are discussing. There are many ways to approach this.
· A realistic understanding of time limitations.  Think about your activity in relation to your time. How long will it take?
